DE STANDAARD

AANVULLENDE WEDSTRIJDBEPALING

Uiteraard moeten de aanvullingen in de SSI zoveel mogelijk worden beperkt (1-2 pagina’s) en alleen nieuwe informatie bevatten..

LEIDRAAD

1	Zij moeten slechts twee soorten uiteenzettingen bevatten: de bedoelingen van het wedstrijdcomité en de verplichtingen van de zeilers.
2	Zij moeten alleen betrekking hebben op het wedstrijdzeilen. Informatie over gezelligheidsbijeenkomsten, toewijzing van ligplaatsen, etc. moeten afzonderlijk worden verstrekt.
3	Zij moeten de wedstrijdregels niet veranderen tenzij dit duidelijk wenselijk is. (een toelichting is dan noodzakelijk)
4	Zij moeten de wedstrijdregels niet herhalen of herschrijven.
5	Zij moeten zichzelf niet herhalen.
6	Zij moeten in chronologische volgorde zijn; dat is de volgorde, waarin de deelnemer ze gebruikt.
7	Zij moeten waar mogelijk woorden en zinswendingen van de wedstrijdregels gebruiken.

2. Splitsen in meerdere startgroepen mag bij een regulier NK pas bij > 30 deelnemers en bij een sprint NK bij  > 13 deelnemers.
3. [bookmark: _Hlk212659186]Bij een NK met 10 of meer wedstrijden splitsen na min. 5 wedstrijden of 2 dagen.
4. Als er een “ oneindige “  baan gevaren wordt mag er alleen gefinisht worden bij een boei/gate.
5. Zie voor Regels sprint NK de website van het Watersportverbond.
6. Bij een NK moet minstens 1 lid van het technisch comité een erkende klasse controleur zijn.
7. [bookmark: _Hlk212659212]Bij een NK moeten de wedstrijdleider en de voorzitter van het protestcomité kwalificatie niveau 4 of 5 hebben. 
8. Wanneer er kwalificatiewedstrijden worden gevaren, waarbij hoger beroep wordt uitgesloten, moet de voorzitter en minstens één ander lid de kwalificatie protestcomitélid niveau 4 of 5 hebben
9. In het huidige format moet de keuze gemaakt worden of de baan wel/niet gewijzigd/afgekort kan worden. Indien het verkorten van een baan of een baan wijziging > 10 graden mogelijk is dan altijd met de daartoe voorgeschreven seinen. Baan wijzigen/verlengen/verkorten zonder seinen mag niet.
10. [bookmark: _Hlk119765601]Bij een baan met een gate boven moet in de wedstrijdbepalingen artikel 12.6 de volgende wijziging opgenomen worden. De RvW 30.2, 30.3 en 30.4 worden als volgt gewijzigd :   “de driehoek gevormd door de uiteinden van de startlijn en het eerste merkteken” vervangen door “de vierhoek gevormd door de uiteinden van de startlijn en de eerste merktekens”.

13. START AND FINISH

14.2. If no board has passed Mark 1 within the Mark 1 Time Limit the race will be abandoned.
14.3. The Finishing Window is the time for boards to finish after the first board sails the course and finishes. Boards failing to finish within the Finishing Window, and not subsequently retiring, penalized or given redress, will be scored Time Limit Expired (TLE) without a hearing. A board scored TLE shall be scored points for the finishing place [one][two] more than the points scored by the last board that finished within the Finishing Window. This changes [RRS] [WSRR] 35, A5.1, A5.2 and A10.
14.4. Failure to meet the Target Time will not be grounds for redress. This changes [RRS] [WSRR]  61.4(b).

15. COMMUNICATION AND SIGNALS MADE ASHORE
15.1. Notices to competitors will be posted on the official notice board located at [<URL>][<location>].
15.2. Complementary information will be published on an event Whatsapp group. This information is informal and no ground for a redress. A QR code for this Whatsapp group will be published on the Official Noticeboard.
15.3. Signals made ashore will be displayed at _____.
15.4. When flag AP [image: ] is displayed ashore, ‘1 minute’ is replaced with ‘not less than 15 minutes’ in the race signal AP.
15.5. [DP] Flag D [image: ]with one sound means  boards [are requested not to][shall not] leave the [harbour][shore] until this signal is made. The warning signal will not be made before the scheduled time or less than <number> minutes after flag D is displayed.

16.2. If oral instructions or changes to the sailing instructions will be given on the water,  flag L    [image: ] shall be shown at least 5 minutes before the instructions or changes. Sufficient effort has to be made to inform all the competitors involved.

17. [NP][DP] SAFETY REGULATIONS
17.1. Check-out and check-in: _____.
17.2. [DP] A board that retires from a race shall notify the race committee at the first reasonable opportunity. Promptly after returning to shore, the board shall complete a retirement declaration form, which is available at <URL or location>. 
17.3. [SP] Flotation devices: When flag “Y” [image: ]   is displayed, every competitor shall wear a personal flotation device that shall conform to the minimum standard ISO 12402-5 (Level 50).
17.4. [SP] If either one of the signals “N” [image: ]  over H” [image: ]  , “N over A”  [image: ] , “AP [image: ]  over H” [image: ] or “AP [image: ]  over A“ [image: ]  is made on one or more RC vessels, boards shall return to the competitors area on the beach as soon as  reasonably possible.
17.5. [NP] [DP] Competitors in the <______> class shall where a helmet with the minimum standard EN1385 or EN1077 or equivalent with at least 300 square centimetres of the exterior surface in a high visibility colour at all times when afloat.

18. EQUIPMENT INSPECTION, CLOTHING, EQUIPMENT AND REPLACEMENT
18.1. Each board shall have an unique ISAF registration number.
18.2. [SP] The Equipment inspectors will pay special attention to sail identification rule compliance. A penalty of 1 point may be imposed without a hearing for every race sailed with sail numbers that are not complying.
18.3. [DP] Boards shall be available for equipment inspection from <day, date, time>.
18.4. Boards may be inspected at any time. 
18.5. The following equipment [may] [will] be inspected or measured: <list>. 
18.6. [DP] Boards shall also comply with [RRS] [WSRR] 78.1[when presented for inspection][at <date(s), time(s)>].

19.4. Special attention will be for WSRR 61.1: “The protesting board shall inform the other board at the first reasonable opportunity. She shall also inform the race committee on the finishing line of her intention to protest as soon as practicable after she finishes or retires and shall inform the protestee.”
19.5. The right of appeal from a protest committee decision is denied as provided in rule 70.3[(a)][(b)][(c)]][(d)]. 

20. ADVERTISING
20.1. [DP] Boards [shall] [may] be required to] display advertising chosen and supplied by the organizing authority while afloat.

21.2. Team leaders, coaches and other support persons shall stay outside areas where boards are racing from the time of the preparatory signal for the first start until all boards have finished or retired or the race committee signals a postponement, general recall or abandonment.

23.1. The RNWA supplies for the winning board or team a blue pennant and a medal for every member of the crew of the first three boards or crews.

24. INSURANCE
24.1. Each participating board shall be insured with valid third-party liability insurance with a minimum cover of Euro 1.500.000 or the equivalent per incident.

25. RISK STATEMENT
25.1. [RRS] [WSRR] 3 states: ‘The responsibility for a board’s decision to participate in a race or to continue to race is hers alone.’  By participating in this event each competitor agrees and acknowledges that sailing is a potentially dangerous activity with inherent risks. These risks include strong winds and rough seas, sudden changes in weather, failure of equipment, board handling errors, poor seamanship by other boards, loss of balance on an unstable platform and fatigue resulting in increased risk of injury.  Inherent in the sport of sailing is the risk of permanent, catastrophic injury or death by drowning, trauma, hypothermia or other causes.
25.2. The organizing authority will not accept any liability for material damage or personal injury or death sustained in conjunction with or prior to, during, or after the regatta.

26. DATA PROTECTION
26.1. By participating in this event, competitors automatically grant to the organizing authority and the event sponsors the right, in perpetuity, to make, use, and show, at their discretion, any photography, audio and video recordings, and other reproductions of them made at the venue or on the water from the time of their arrival at the venue, until their final departure, without compensation.

K.4. After the qualifying races boards will be assigned to final-series fleets Gold and Silver. If three qualifying races are completed, the worst result in the qualifying races will (temporarily) be discarded.
K.5. There will be the same number of fleets in the final series as in the qualifying series. The final-series fleets will have, as nearly as possible, equal size but so that the Silver fleet is not larger than the Gold fleet. Boards with the best qualifying-series ranks will race all final-series races in the Gold fleet, boards with the next-best qualifying-series ranks will race in the Silver fleet.
K.6. As long as three qualifying races are completed  on the date stated in the Sailing Instructions, the assignment to Gold- and Silver fleet will be posted the following day before 09:00. If at that time only two or less qualifying races are completed, the races on the next day are also qualifying races until three races are completed.
K.7. 	If after one day before the last day of racing only two qualifying races are completed, the assignment to the Gold and Silver fleet will be made after one day before the last day on the basis of two qualifying races. 	If after one day before the last day of racing only one qualifying race is completed, the qualifying series will be extended until two valid races are completed.
K.8. 	Points for letter scores as mentioned in [RRS] [WSRR] A10 are the same as points given in the biggest possible fleet +1. This changes [RRS] [WSRR] A4.
K.9. Scores in the qualifying series are carried forward to the final series.

(5) 	using an offset mark at the beginning of downwind legs (but not reaches), and 
(6) 	using the leeward and windward marks as starting and finishing marks. 

Be sure to specify the interior angle at each mark.
